Phone the mayor, says
Heritage Kincardine

If vou don’t want to see
the lighthouse covered with
plastic siding, phone the
mayor, says Vern Fry of Her-
itage Kincardine.

He and Jane Rigby, an-
other member of Heritage
Kincardine, were livid Mon-
day morning when they were
shown the new vinyl win-
dows and plastic that's go-
ing on the lighthouse.

“Welcome to Kincardine
and our plastic lighthouse,”
said Rigby. “I'm intensely
disappcinted at the lack of
sensitivity. It’s so depress-
ing and frustrating.”

“This (plastic) is ridicu-
lous,” said Fry. The new win-
dows and siding should be
made of the same material

as what is being replaced, he
said.

It’s Kincardine’s best
known heritage building and
should be preserved. Citi-
zens who are upset should
phone the mayor, council
members and the town hall,
says the two committee mem-
bers

Heritage Kincardine is a
committee of council to ad-
vise the muncipality on her-
itage matters,

However, council didn’t
ask for comments when it de-
cided to make repairs to the
lighthouse, which the former
Town of Kincardine took
over from the federal govern-
ment in 1993,

Kincardine CAQ John

deRosenroll said Monday the
municipality realizes the sig-
nificance of the lighthouse.
However, the siding is a
“heritage replacement prod-
uct that has maintenace ben-
efits. }
“The contract says that
when it goes up, it will look

like wood siding. That's why

we’re doing it.”

He said the municipality
doesn’t want the lighthouse
damaged by weather and the
idea is to keep it in A-1 con-
dition. .

The same idea applies
with the windows, he said.
The municipality is trying to
replicate the same image
with an eye to future mainte-
nance.
